Public Domain Charter

* Public domain material is material that is not (or is no longer)
covered by intellectual property rights

* For Europeana it is essential that works in the public domain
remain in the public domain once digitised



Current problems for public domain material

* Europeana follows the policies of the cultural institutions for
Its terms of access and re-use

» Users have complained about charges for digitised items
known to be in the public domain

* Legal situation unclear — new rights if digitised?
* Need for income generation



A Charter for Public Domain

* Europeana will elaborate a Charter setting minimum
standards for content providers in terms of the accessibility
and usability of digitised public domain material.

* The Charter is intended to give a clear signal underpinning
public domain and will hopefully limit the problems with the
use of the material.

« EDL Board Foundation agreed on principle of a charter and
will aim for a public version by September 2009
